APPENDIX

Troubleshooting Vehicle Sensors

« Start with a general inspection of the sensor fitment.
Check that both the sensors and the sensor clips are fully
secure and the sensors are properly centered in the
housing.

* Confirm plastic housing is in the correct mounting holes.
Misplaced sensor housings could compress sensor and
give false readings or faults.

* Use a clean microfiber to wipe the front face of the
sensor.

* Inspect connection. Be sure that the sensor is firmly seat-
ed into the harness.

* Run through several start cycles (i.e. Fully turn the vehicle
on and off).

* Finally, disconnect the battery to reset the sensors.

Ifyour vehicle has adaptive cruise, please ensure that your adaptive
cruise is working correctly once the Ranch Hand bumper is installed.
Adaptive cruise may need to be cleaned or adjusted to ensure it func-
tions properly. See your owner’s manual for care of the adaptive cruise.

Special care should be exercised in the handling, storage and
installation of Kaspar Ranch Hand equipment. The actual weight
of each piece of equipment will vary depending on style and
model. The weight of the equipment is sufficient in volume to
warrant special care, assistance and in some instances, the use
of mechanical equipment during the transfer and installation
of the equipment. Do not assume a position directly under the
equipment during installation. Be sure the equipment has been
connected and stabilized during installation to prevent falling
or shifting of positions. Periodically check tightness of bolts to
make sure they are tight, and unlikely to Ffail.

1. Open hood and remove plastic cover. Then Metric and SAE sockets Metric and SAE sockets
remove grill (NOTE: You can mount top GGCB31BL1
brackets from underneath bumper.

2. Thereis adriver and passenger side top
bracket. They should measure 7 1/2" in
height. Remove factory bumper top bolts
and install brackets.

3. [Ifthe plastic cover and grill were removed,
reinstall at this time.

4. Remove tow hooks if present. They will be
relocated. (See tow hook mounting instruc-
tions.)

5. Slide the legs of the grill guard into the
frame.

6. Slide the legs of the grill guard into the
frame.

7. Place 1/2" bolt through the leg of the grill
guard and through side of frame. Place a
second bolt, from the inside of the frame,
through the bottom angle bracket of the
grill guard and the bottom of the frame.
(Note: It helps to use a thin piece of wire to
fFish the bolt through the frame.)

8. Boltthe tabs of the gril guard to the top
mounting brackets. Place bolt from bottom
facing up.
